Surf's up

In contrast to the calm beaches of Geographe Bay, just a short drive south of
Busselton you'll encounter the legendary big-wave beaches of Yallingup and Margaret
River.

Margaret River's Surfers Point features a lookout offering 180-degree views of the
world-class waves crashing below.

Cape to Cape Track

If you'd rather explore this spectacular coastline on foot, lace up your hiking boots
and discover the secluded bays, dramatic cliffs and scenic lookouts of the Cape to
Cape Track, which spans the entire stretch of coastline between the Cape
Naturaliste and Cape Leeuwin.

On this 135-km trek, hikers are guaranteed to encounter many different species of
rare flora and fauna.

There are a number of award-winning tour operators offering guided walking tours of
sections of this spectacular track, which is one of the Great Walks of Australia.



Heritage-listed Lighthouses

At each end of the Cape to Cape Track, stands a lighthouse... One tall and one
small; equally important beacons built over 120 years ago to safely guide seafarers
through this treacherous coastline.

Standing sentry on the rocky peninsula where the Southern and Indian Oceans
meet, the Cape Leeuwin Lighthouse is 39 metres tall and offers an exhilarating
bird's eye view of the rugged coastline below.

At the northern end of the Leeuwin-Naturaliste Ridge, the 20-metre-tall Cape
Naturaliste Lighthouse stands on a high bluff 123 metres above sea level.

Visitors are invited to climb to the top of these historic lighthouses, take in the
panoramic coastal views and learn about the region’s rich maritime history.
